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Gaius was a disciple of Anton Kathalikos, and it is clear that his grammar could not escape the
influence that manifests itself both in the definition of grammar and its parts, as well as in terminology
and the understanding of individual subjects.

At the same time, the grammar of Gaius was intended for a wide circle of students, it is written more
simply and comprehensibly than the grammar of Antony. There are many original and noteworthy
opinions in it.

The third part of Gayoz's grammar is distinguished by its interesting observations and original
coverage of some issues, where the issues of reading and spelling are given.

Gaios notes that one of the great virtues of the Georgian language is that there is no difference
between writing and speaking. According to his observation, the Georgian language does not have a
sharply defined accent like other languages. He considers it a necessary rule for correct reading not to say
one sound instead of another similar sound.

In defining the rules of orthography or prosody, Gaios approaches the previous grammars, but unlike
them, he discusses more extensively. Among the spelling rules, he focuses on the issue of capital letters.
Gaios requires that the verses or periods (paragraphs) of the baok and each section of the text begin with
a capital letter.

Among the punctuation marks considered are comma, colon, colon, question mark, exclamation mark,
parenthesis, hyphen, hyphen, hyphen, check mark, apostrophe, apostrophe.

1. Reading and spelling are considered part of grammar and are separated into a separate section; 2.
The location of the sword is correctly indicated; 3. Question mark and exclamation mark are not found
with Anton; 4. In order to correctly move from line to line, Gaios necessarily considers the knowledge of
noun rotation and verb prefix, person signs and plural number signs, which is different from the Antonian
rule; 5. The rules of syllable and word transposition, punctuation marks, and syllabification issues are
presented more simply and comprehensibly in Gaiozi's grammar.

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GIORGI LEONIDZE'S "MARITA" AND CHERMEN BEJIZAT'S
"AKHLEVATI'S -RDZALI" IN A COMPARATIVIST PERSPECTIVE

Osettian-Georgian relations have centuries long history. In Osettian and Geaorgian literatures there are
stories with the similar plot,

The focus of our study is Chermen Bejizat's novel ,,Akhlevatebis Rdzali“ and Giorgi Leonidze’s astoni-
shing short story, ,Marita”, Despite the fact that the workings of these authors are different and the dates
of the creation of stories also do not coincide (Chermen Bejizat wrote his stary much earlier), if we read
both works it will become evident that we find the same problems, old fashioned traditions and blindly
led lifestyles.

In both stories we have a clear picture of a sad women without any rights, the ,jury” this women is
harsh in both ways and the reader can also clearly see Marita’s mud covered face in Farizet's character.

It is clear, that the aim of both writers stories is the same - emancipation of women. The main
characters of Giorgi Leonidze's novel are: Marita, Shete and Gedia, action takes place in one of the villages
in Kakheti - Patardzeuli. Life of a beautiful Marita was full of tragedy, orphan girl is forced to marry a man
she did not love, and crowd blinded by cruelty tainted her otherwordly beauty with mud.

The main characters are Chermen Bejizat's ,Akhlevatebis Rdzali“ are: Tsira Dudait, Farizet and Azamat
Akhlevat. Action takes place in one of the Ossetian villages Aul. Farizet's and Tsara’s happiness was
destroyed by old fashioned Osetian traditions. She married into influencial Akhlevat family, because they
paid more Urvad to her father. Farizet was publicly punished because she couldn’t forget her beloved and
had an affair with Tsara. In both of the stories we see a loveless, forced marriage, but in Marita's case the
payment of Urvad is not mentioned, because this [aw did not exist in Georgia.

In the name of morale, both women were sat on the donkey
back to front, as it seems, this was common in Caucasus, In this paper it will be discussed what caused the
existence of two short stories of a similar plot in Georgian and Ossetian literature,
