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THE SPECIFICS OF TRANSLATING NATIONAL CULTURAL
REALITIES INTO RUSSIAN AND ENGLISH (BASED ON THE
MATERIAL OF K. ZHUMADILOV’S DILOGY «DARABOZ»)

When translating works of art, it is particularly difficult to translate
«realities», which are an element of language and culture and often
contain hidden meaning. The translation of one reality often affects
the reader’s assessment of the translated text in relation to individual
characters, events and the work as a whole. In other words, the translation
of'realities is one of the means of expressing the communicative intentions
of the translator as a «co-author» of the text. In this article, using the
example of two translations of K. Zhumadilov’s dilogy «Daraboz» —
Z.Bulanova and Astana-Personnel LLP (with the support of the National
Library of the Republic of Kazakhstan) we will consider the issue of the
actual translation of national cultural realities as a means of expressing
the linguistic picture of the world of the source text. First, it is necessary
to clarify what exactly is meant by the term «reality».

Historical background. The term «reality» has a huge number of
definitions, we adhere to a broader interpretation by V. S. Vinogradov,
and we believe that in reality, in addition to phenomena materializing
in national and non-equivalent vocabulary, phenomena characteristic
of a particular culture include phenomena that «are not reflected in
special words and are «fixed» in the most common words», but whose
associations are believed to include phenomena specific to a given
culture [1, 88].

G. V. Chernov mainly uses the name «non-equivalent vocabulary»
to denote realities [2, 223]. A. E. Suprun considers realities to be «exotic»
vocabulary [3,231]. According to the dictionary definition, reality is «any
