Scientific Work

One of the priority tasks of the department in ensuring quality is improving the organization of research activities of the
teaching staff (PPS), as well as involving department staff, master’s students, and undergraduate students in research
work. There have been 11 publications in journals approved by the Science and Higher Education Quality Assurance
Committee of the Ministry of Science and Higher Education of the Republic of Kazakhstan, and 4 publications in
internationally indexed journals (Scopus). Monographs 3 and 5 teaching aids.

In June 2025, Senior Lecturer Salimova R.S. successfully defended her dissertation for the PhD degree. Currently,
